INTRODUCING HEDD RECORDS

On reflection It's hard to believe that a record company could turn
down The Beatles, saying that it was only a passing fad; and anyway
they wrote their own songs and that doesn't happen, does it? Well
it happened, even if the record company in question did sign the Rolling
Stones the week after. It goes to show that it is easier said than
done and there 1is that element of luck to take inte consideration.

Having worked in A & R departments for wvarious major record companies
for the past six years 1 have seen how and why this can happen, after
all it is a powerful money spinning business, with heavy investments,
palitics and power struggles within the company can often dictate
whether or not a kband will ke successful, alsc apart from lawyers,
accountants, in some cases marketing departments, the employees are
amateur, there are no training schools, vou learn by experience.
Who knows maybe at the expense of some bands.

After the punk explosion record companies were flung wide open, for
the first time the walls arcund them were penetrated, they were vulnerable
Streetwise entrepensurs were now calling the shots, hence the dutch
auctions, i.e. large advances for new bands, sometimes in the region
of £200,000, and you must realise this is an advance to the band,
the record company still has to pay for recordings, wvideo etc...
This obviously leads to pressure to gain success in the first year,
otherwise it can get too expensive to continue, the band are dropped
and probably never heard of again. So you see there are many deciding
factors on today's music.

I feel the time is right for this venture in that we pool our experiences,
it's a smaller set up, so little or no politics. We have complete
control and can still compete with the majors by using their machinery.

Taking all this into consideration, we feel we are able to nurture
and develop new talent.

We have just signed our first band, GAYE BYKERS ON ACID, some of you
might already have heard of them.

I've had obscene letters, they
just make me laugh, some of them are wvery Iimaginative! I have letters

from people who have just 'lost' a relation, the other week I was informed
of the death of a member, [ was quite upset because he used fo write in
quite regularly. I have letters from people with terminal illness saying




Big Country's music gives them the strength to face the illness, you wouldn't
believe the courage some people have in the face of adversity, it makes
me feel so wretched.

Both albums sold
for just £2.00 in a Liverpool shop last year. For the same price a Dutch
'Steeltown' pgatefold and French 'Steeltown' single cover were found, sadly
_this shop closed down as quickly as it opened. (The guys who ran it
will be out soon!)

There

is a cassette with a difference available:; 'The Seer' with tracks from |

'Steeltown', the final three tracks on side B are 'Just a Shadow', 'Rose' |
and 'Come Back to Me', The tape comes from Indonesia, it comes in a
white box with a picture of the cover on it, It is issued by Billboard

and has a complete lyric sheet, the catalogue number is BB10230.

I have based this article on my own collection and info kindly sent in by |
club members. If you own or know about anything we may have missed
out please drop me a line, I'm sure it would be of interest to other collectors.

After completing this article I received a copy of Record Collector. It
includes singles from the US, Canada, Holland, Portugal, Italy, and Spain,
all at reasonable prices. Well worth checking out if you're a collector,
Record Collector also has many UK items for sale, promos, double packs
etc. They also have a very rare double pack of Big Country playing cards
These cards show 'The Crossing' album design in red and blue. They
were given out to promote the album in '83 and are as the ad says, very

The album - THE SKIDS - DUNFERMLINE, a collection of the Skids finest
moments, (COMDC 10), has been released by Virgin, (Stuart helped with
the choice of tracks), on compact disc ONLY.

The rest of the tracks didn't really provoke any comment. The album
on the whole is very Skids, and a good example of music from the late
seventies. Stuart's presence is evident throughout, his influence, his
guitar style and occasionally his wvoice. If you are into nostalgia, if vou
like the Skids, if you collect anything remotely connected to Big Country
and have a C D player... BUY THIS, you won't be disapointed.
